Tests are normally performed on a daily basis by the waterworks operator and are to be recorded in operation records.  
This data includes the number of free chlorine residual tests performed, the overall range of free chlorine residual (highest 
and lowest recorded values) and the number of tests and percentage of results not meeting the minimum requirement of 
0.4 mg/L free chlorine residual.

All waterworks serving less than 5000 persons are required to submit water samples for SE’s General Chemical category 
once every two years if a ground water source and once every year if a surface water or blended surface/groundwater 
source.  The General Chemical category includes analysis for alkalinity, bicarbonate, calcium, carbonate, chloride, 
conductivity, hardness (as CaCO3), magnesium, sodium, sulphate and total dissolved solids.
